Overview:  

All the answers in this word definition game began and end with the letters M…M, 
L…L, or K…K. 

 

Instructions: 

1. This game can be played by individuals or in teams.  

2. Read the first definition. Discussion is permitted among teammates. Prior to 
the start of the game, a method to signal when a team is ready to answer 
must be determined. Ringing bells and New Year’s blowers are just two 
inexpensive noisemakers. Raised hands work, but the host must be vigilant to 
watch for whose hand went up first. The host always has the final say in any 
disputes. 

3. After a player/team is recognized as the first to signal, they may give an 
answer. If the first answer is incorrect, the other teams may “buzz” in and 
answer. 

4. Scoring:  Give 10 points for each correct answer. 
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1. A large bottle of wine – twice the size of a normal bottle. 

2. Showing firm, constant, and unwavering support to a person, country, or 
cause – especially when it’s difficult. 

3. A small, one-person boat propelled by a single double-bladed paddle. 

4. Chaos; violent or damaging disorder. 

5. To permanently wound or injure someone. 

6. Low dose X-ray used to detect breast cancer. 

7. A small pea-like seed from the legume family that is packed with protein, 
fiber, iron, and other nutrients, and is often used in soups and stews.
